are angry and amazed,as the house 18
semi derelict.lhe council's own Anti
Squat Plan says they will evict only
houses suitable for rehousing people.
If they evict no 71 (and it 1s being
barricaded and an alarm system set up!
then Brixton Squatters will have no
more reason to advise people not to
squat 'prime letting stock'.

If people are evicted as quickly for
quicker!) from old ramshackle house:.
then we might as well take the best!

A further grievance in the case of No.
71 is that the squatters actually
saved the council at least £5000 by
repairing the roof before last winter,
as well as putting in a complete elec-
tric and water system,in the belief
that the squat would last a reasonab-
le time.

The squatters at No. 71 have also dec-
lared that they are not leaving,in
fact more peoj le are moving in. Their
eviction date 1s June 17th (they got a
2 week extensson for having a pregnant
'lady') and they expect an attack by
bailiffs and police within 2 weeks,
other local squatters have offered to
help .

No 73 Erailsford Rd, one of the few
private owned squats 1in the area, 1~
also now under threat as the ownei
wants to sell 1it.
