While some researchers search for the roots of obesity in our genes, others investigate
infections. Scientists have known for two decades that, surprisingly, certain viruses can cause
birds or mammals to become fat. Now scientists think they have tracked down a bug that can
cause obesity in people.

The alleged culprit is human adenovirus-36, or AD-36. A study published in 2002 showed
that AD-36 injected into monkeys causes dramatic weight gain. In some animals, the injected
virus caused body fat to triple. It’s unethical to inoculate people with viruses, of course. But in an
analysis of 1,000 people, the scientists found that those with AD-36 antibodies—a sign that they
have been infected—are significantly more likely to be overweight.

How could a virus make you fat? When fat cells are exposed to AD-36, they begin to
multiply. —We are not saying all obesity is caused by a virus. Genes, metabolism, and habits all
play a role, the scientists acknowledge. —But at least one other possibility appears to be
infection.

As yet, no one knows how widespread AD-36 may be, or how big a role it might play in
the current obesity epidemic. If the scientists ‘suspicions prove correct, the next step would be to

Genetics plays a big role in the way our skin develops, determining its color, pore
concentration, thickness, even the number of veins and nerves situated in its deepest layer. Yet
your skin’s well-being not only depends on a really efficient, scientific skincare routine, but on a
healthy lifestyle, too.

Getting enough sleep is important, for example, because this is the time when skin works
especially hard at repairing itself. Lack of it leaves skin looking dull. If you're suffering from
insomnia, the chances are that stress is a significant factor. Whereas happiness makes skin glow,
stress makes skin show the worst side of its nature. Spots, pimples, eczema, blotchiness and
flakiness: these are just some of the stress symptoms you may see in your skin.

Luckily, one of the best ways of reducing stress is also very beneficial to skin: getting
more exercise. Both aerobic exercise such as tennis, dancing, and jogging, and anaerobic exercise
like stretching and yoga, are highly beneficial because they improve circulation, and it is blood
that brings the vitamins and nutrients necessary for cell metabolism to the skin. For your general
well-being, it is always best to mix the two types of exercise.

If you are not eating healthily, it certainly becomes evident swiftly in your skin, which
loses its glow and shine. The problem can be as simple as a lack of vitamin C, which plays a
vital role in collagen formation and cell repair. Although vitamin C is found in fresh fruits like

melon, oranges, and even in tomatoes, the body cannot store it.
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Therefore, it needs regular supplies. Other important vitamins are the B group, especially
B2 and B12 and vitamin E, along with zinc. But vitamin and mineral supplements are not the
complete answer. The best way to obtain a balanced mix of vitamins and minerals is to eat the
freshest, most natural foods. A diet rich in unsaturated fats such as olive oil rather than butter,
unprocessed fiber, raw fruit and vegetables and low-fat protein such as fish and chicken will
provide everything your skin needs. If you can cut out caffeine, smoking and alcohol, so much
the better.

Do not forget to drink as much water as you can each day: six glasses at least. It helps
every organ in your body function better, aiding digestion, circulation and even excretion of

The idea that an array of
easily available, addiction-free drugs could be used to improve memory or increase intelligence is
the stuff of science fiction dystopia-in “Brave New World”, Aldous Huxley created a whole planet
under the spell of a pleasure drug called Soma.

But a new report by leading scientists in the fields of psychology and neuroscience argues
that, very soon, there really will be a pill for every ill

“It is possible that advances could usher in a new era of drug use without addiction,” says
the report by Foresight, Britain’s science-based think-tank.

“In a world that is increasingly non-stop and competitive, the individual’s use of such
substances may move from the fringe to the norm.”

Drugs that work on the brain are already common-many people can hardly begin their
days without the mind-sharpening effects of caffeine or nicotine.

The British government’s chief scientific adviser, Sir David King, says that brain enhancing
drugs developed to treat diseases such as Alzheimer’s are likely to find increased use among
healthy people looking to improve their perception, memory, planning or judgment.

Ritalin, prescribed to children with attention deficit hyperactivity disorder, is sometimes
used by healthy people to enhance their mental performance. Modafinil, a drug developed to treat
narcolepsy, has been shown to reduce impulsiveness and help people focus on problems.

“It improves working memory-your ability to remember telephone numbers-it gives you an
extra digit or two,” says Prof Trevor Robbins, and experimental psychologist at Britain’s

Cambridge University and an author of the Foresight report.

Passage 1

Chemicals from air-conditioning units and refrigerators in daily use throughout Asia could
cause catastrophic climate change unless we change our ways soon, scientists say. Called
hydrochlorofluorocarbons (HCFCs), the chemicals were widely adopted about 20 years ago after it
was discovered that the chemicals being used until then -chlorofluorocarbons (CFCs) - had been
depleting the ozone layer.

The scientists say what has been beneficial for the ozone layer could be disastrous for the
world’s climate, because HCFCs turn into “super greenhouse gases”, some of them nearly 5,000
times stronger than carbon dioxide.

As long as they stay inside our air-conditioners and refrigerators, HCFCs are harmless
coolants, colorless and odorless. But when they leak into the air, they become what scientists call
fluorinated greenhouse gases, or F-gases.

Unfortunately, leaks are normal. Most residential air-conditioners have natural leakage of
5% per year, according to the UN. Poor maintenance can increase that to 50%. And if the
machine is dumped without recovering the coolant, the figure jumps to 100%.

A report published earlier this year shows that in a worst-case scenario F-gases could be
responsible for as much as 45% of total global warming by 2050, and Asia will be the main
contributor.

“F-gas emissions in developing countries are projected to be as much as 800% greater
than in developed countries in 2050,” reports a climate scientist working under Guus Velders of
the Netherlands Environmental Assessment Agency.

Alarm bells have not stopped ringing since his report came out in June, and the race is

The debate about global warming is about the outcome of a gamble. We are betting that
the benefits of our industrial and agricultural activities—increasing standards of living for the rich
and poor alike--will outweigh possible adverse consequences of an unfortunate by-product of
our activities, an increase in the atmospheric concentration of greenhouse gases that could lead
to global warming and global climate changes. Some experts are warning that we are making
poor bets, that global warming has started and that disasters are imminent. Others assure that
the chances of global warming are so remote that the outcome of our wager will definitely be in
our favor. The impasse is disquieting because the issue is of vital importance to each of us; it
concemns the habitability of our planet. How long will it be before it is imperative that we take action?

Some people are under the false impression that global warming is a theory that still has
to be confirmed. They do not realize that scientists are in complete agreement that a continual
rise in the atmospheric concentration of greenhouse gases will inevitably lead to global warming
and global climate changes. The disagreements are about the timing and amplitude of the
expected warming.

It is as if we are in a raft, gliding smoothly down a river, towards dangerous rapids and
possibly a waterfall, and are uncertain of the distance to the waterfall. If we know what the

distance is then we can tackle the very difficult political matter of deciding on the appropriate

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time to get out of the water. Suppose, however, that the scientific results have uncertainties, that
the scientists can do no better than estimate that we will arrive at the waterfall in thirty minutes
plus or minus ten minutes. Pessimists will then insist that we will arrive in 20 minutes or less,
while optimists will state confidently that we won't be there for 40 minutes or more. Such
disagreements usually result in the postponement of the political decision until more accurate
scientific results are available---everyone knows that scientists should be capable of precise
predictions---or until we are in sight of the waterfall.

We recently had such an experience. It is in our interest to limit the growth in the
atmospheric concentration of greenhouse gases. It is wise to avoid comprehensive programs that
decree a rigid course of action to reach a grand, final solution. It is better to take action, and to
correct mistakes at an early stage before scarce resources have been wasted. We are courting a

disaster and need to accept that uncertainties do not justify inaction.

COPENHAGEN(AFP) -Greenland's ice cap, which covers more than 80 percent of the
island, is melting faster than expected because of global warming, a Danish researcher
said on Monday. The 1.8-million-square-kilometre (695.000-square-rilile) ice cap, which
accounts for 10 percent of the planet's fresh water, is losing about 257 cubic kilometers (62 cubic
miles) of ice per year. In 2080, it is expected to lose 465 cubic kilometers (111 cubic miles) per
year, according to new estimates presented by a Danish-1 1S team of scientists at the
International Research Center in Fairbanks, Alaska.

The net loss in 2080 would be “81 percent greater than today” and would cause “sea
levels to rise by 107 millimeters” (4.2 inches), the team's head researcher Sebastian Mernild said
in a statement received in Copenhagen. Satellite observations show that the global water level
has since 1993 risen by three millimeters (0.11 inches) per year, or at a much more accelerated
pace than during the last century” when it rose by 1.7 millimeter (0.06 inches) per year, he said.

"The ice cap's melting season beat a new record in 2007, corresponding to a loss of 50
percent of the ice's total surface. And this record will not be the last one, “he warned. “The ice
melt at the end of the 2070s will rise to 66 percent, or about 1.204 million square kilometer,” said
Mernild, adding that the melting process was “occurring at taster rate than previously predicted.”
The research team's calculations, based on climate models and the UN climate panel's predicted
scenarios, showed that “the average air temperature (in Greenland) will rise by some 2.7 degrees
by the end of the century.” he said.

No matter where you live or when you were born, you almost surely have at least a small
amount of DDT stored in the fatty tissues of your body. Why? This notorious toxic pesticide,
which led to the extinction of the American bald eagle in 1970s, has long been banned in the
U.S. and most other developed countries, but according to a new report by the World Wildlife
Fund in Washington, DDT is still used in many developing nations, mainly because it's so
effective in controlling mosquitoes that carry the malaria parasite.

The persistence of DDT is a problem and not just in the countries that use it. DDT and
several other common chlorine-containing pesticides are sturdy molecules that can stay intact for
decades.

WASHINGTON, DC - In Milwaukee, a church has been declared a public nuisance for
feeding homeless people and allowing them to sleep there. In Gainesville, police threatened
University of Florida students with arrest if they did not stop serving meals to homeless people in
a public park. In Santa Barbara, it is illegal to lean against the front of a building or store, and no
one can ark a motor home on the street in one place for more than two hours. These ordinances
and activities demonstrate the increasingly hostile attitude in the United States toward people
who are homeless, according to a report by the National Coalition for the Homeless that was
released today. This report examines occurrences since January 2002 and documents civil rights
violations perpetrated against people experiencing homelessness.

Currently, there are over two million homeless people in America. A recent congressional
study predicts that nearly 19 million homeless people will face the prospects of homelessness in
America in the next 15 years. In New York City, the coalition for the homeless estimates that
100,000 homeless live in New York State, and of that number 70,000 reside in New York City.
With the highest unemployment rates in almost a decade, more people are becoming homeless,
and as the economy continues to tighten, it is causing financial crises for shelters and service —
providing agencies. Though nearly all cities still lack sufficient shelter beds and social services,

many continue to pass laws prohibiting people experiencing homelessness from sleeping outside.
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Almost 70% of the cities surveyed in the first report have passed at least one or more new

laws specifically targeting homeless people since January 2002, making it increasingly difficult to

survive on the streets. Further, this report finds Las Vegas, San Francisco, New York City, Los

Angeles, and Atlanta to be the top five “meanest” cities in the United States for poor and

homeless people to live in ; California is the “meanest” state, followed by Florida as the second

“meanest.”

The 20" century was not a good one for the Chinese. After dominating much of the past
two millenniums in science and philosophy, they have spent the past 100 years being invaded
and lectured by the West.

But in 1959 a short, skinny 18-year-old kid traveled from Hong Kong to America and
declared himself to be John Wayne. In America where the Chinese were still stereotyped as
house servants and railroad workers. Bruce Lee was a hero figure. He became obsessed with
martial arts and body building and not much else.

Passage 1

Parks Toy (Thailand) has recently suffered sharp falls in its annual income after once
enjoying sales of as much as US$6 million a year. The toy manufacturer, which is owned by
Korean business-man Young Tae Park, has been in business in Thailand for 17 years and focuses
mainly on exports to the US and European countries. But like other exporters, it has faced tough
price competition following China’s entry into its markets. Some toymakers are even seeing dim
business prospects ahead in Asian markets. However, Parks Toy is trying hard to turn a crisis
into an opportunity. It sees some lights of opportunity still burning in the US and European
markets and is undergoing a change in its business strategies. Among other things, it has
declared “pay-back” time for its Chinese competitors. It has developed a new brand of Grade A
toys called “Anee Park”, and is selling them in China. “Before we can fix the problem, we have
to know its roots,” Park explains. Chinese manufacturers enjoy a big advantage because of low
labor coats. Although the cost of labor in China is rising slightly, Park believes Thailand’s labor
costs are still acceptable. The problem is that workers here do not work to their full capacity, he
says, especially during long holidays, when many are absent. “Our labor problem is that we can
use only 70 percent of work capacity. This has a major effect on the business because we are
unable to manufacture in time to meet orders.” Low labor costs aside, China also has its own
raw materials, while Thailand still needs to import them from Korea. Some Thai toy
manufacturers recently tried to source their materials locally, but found suppliers were incapable
of meeting demand as a result, low labor costs and locally sourced materials are the two main
factors enabling Chinese manufacturers to produce toys at half the price of their Thai
counterparts. Parks Toy pondered what its advantages might be, and it concluded that they
were quality, design and after-sales service. And these thing, it believes, should he enough to

Passage 4

The looting of Thai plant and fruit varieties for development in rival export countries is an
urgent problem that the government must tackle by setting stricter protection measures for the
country’s intellectual property.

Australia and the US are two major countries which have been found to be developing
tropical fruits and plants. They aim to increase their export share in the international market.

Meanwhile, Taiwan-where an international fruit-research center has been established-in
trying hard to develop new varieties of fruits to meet market demand.

Duangkamol Jiambutr, director of the Thai Trade Center in Singapore, said many new
varieties of tropical fruit such as durians from Australia, longans and lychees from China and
mangoes from Taiwan had been imported for marketing tests this year.

An official at the Thai Agriculture and Cooperatives Ministry said Australia had invested
hundreds of millions of dollars in setting up a research center into tropical products. Many strains
of Thai plants were imported or brought home by Australian researchers who had studied in
Thailand.

The smuggling of such varieties had led to them being crossbred to grow in Australia
with a higher yield and bigger size than local strains. Australia aims to export these new fruit
varieties for commercial purposes.

Ever wished you could decide what to dream at night? A Japanese toymaker says it has
anew gadget that can help you do just that.

Tokyo-based Takara Company says that its “Dream Workshop” stand - shaped like an
oversized cellular phone dock and about 14 inches tall - can be programmed to help sleepers

choose what to dream.
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While preparing for bed, the user mounts a photograph on the device of who should
appear in the dream, selects music appropriate to the mood - fantasy, comedy, romantic story,
nostalgia - and records key word prompts, such as the name of a romantic crush.

Placed near the bedside, the dream-maker emits a special white light, relaxing music and
a fragrance to help the person nod off.

Several hours later, it plays back the recorded word prompts, timed to coincide with the
part of the sleep cycle when dreams most often occur. It then helps coax the sleeper gently out
of sleep with more light and music so that the dreams are not forgotten.

The device targets sleep-deprived businessmen, a company official said. “There are many
businessmen today who say they don’t sleep because they are too busy. This gadget can be
used to help them dream a good dream.” said Takara spokeswoman Mayuko Hasumo.

In a study conducted on a group of men and women between the ages of 20-40, the
device had a success rate of 22 percent in inducing dreams in which one of the prompt words
